· What is special/unique about the organization?

About Youth Exchange

· More details about young people that would like to/could involve in the youth exchange you will be developing (their interests and needs, talents and topics they care about)
· Selfie of you and the members of your organization including people that will also be involved in youth exchange later on

· What could be the themes of youth exchanges your organization would be interested to work on (if any preferences)

· How could members of your organization and young people be involved in youth exchanges (what support could they provide?)

· Could your organization take the responsibility of hosting the youth exchange in your community or applying & coordinating it (only for Erasmus+ Programme countries)?

5. NATIONAL COFFEE BREAKS 

During the project we will have some tea breaks and some coffee breaks. To make them more diverse and interesting and at the same time discover something special about the food from your country/region, we would like to ask the delegations of each country to contribute to one of the tea/coffee breaks (for example, Polish coffee break…).
